Youth Servants in Action! 
 

Historically, July is the month that Galilee’s youth and adults do mission trips.  This 
month there are two.  We will be departing from years of serving in rural sites to          
experience ministry in urban settings.   
 

On July 19-25, 30 high school youth and adult chape rones will be in Nashville.  
Did you know?   

Over the last 4 decades, Nashville has been the second biggest music production  
center (after New York) in the U.S. As of 2006, Nashville’s music industry is           
estimated to have a total economic impact of $6.4 billion per year and to                      
contribute 19,000 jobs to the Nashville area. 

Nashville has over 700 churches, and is the home to many of the denominational 
headquarters and publishing companies. It is considered “The Buckle of the       
Bible Belt.”  

The Signature Tower, located in downtown Nashville, will be completed in 2009. It 
will be the largest skyscraper outside of either Chicago or New York City, and 
among the top 20 tallest buildings in the world. 

 

But there are problems and issues:   

A Middle Tennessee household would need 2.3 full-time jobs at minimum wage to  
afford the Fair Market Rent for a two-bedroom home at 30% of income. 

About 10.0% of families and 13.3% of the population were below the poverty line 
($20,000 for a family of 4) 

11,000 people live in low income housing; the waiting list is closed until 2009.   
 

Although Nashville’s problems aren’t as extreme as some larger cities, people are 
hurting.  Our youth and adults will experience a sampling of ministries including:   
connecting with a cooperative coalition of Nashville area churches and non-profit 
agencies to assist low-income residents and the homeless; distributing food and 
clothing to those in need; participating in homeless day shelters, which offer job 
training and GED classes; and working beside organizations that focus on issue of 
persons who have HIV.   Galilee’s group will experience what it means to heed the 
call to serve those who are economically, physically, mentally, and/or spiritually poor.  
 

On July 8 - 12, 15 Galilee students and adult chape rones will travel to                 
Minneapolis for our very first junior high urban im mersion trip!  This retreat will 
unveil the unique struggles of people living “without.“  They will learn how to put a 
face on the homeless and discover just how young they can be.  They will grapple 
with      survival choices that low income families must make each month, and dis-
cover what is being done to break the cycle of poverty.  Participants will also have a 
chance to relate these experiences to their faith lives and learn how to connect more 
personally with others.

Notes From the Parish Nurse 
 

 

The price you pay for good health 
is a bargain compared to the price 

you pay for poor health. 

 

Sunshine and Your Health 
 

Until now, the government has 
recommended a minimum of 200 
IU of vitamin D a day, an amount 

sufficient to prevent rickets.  Yet, the skin produces         
approximately 10,000 IU vitamin D in response to 20–30 
minutes summer sun exposure—50 times more than the 
US government's recommendation of 200 IU per day!    
 

Scientists have studied how the body uses this extra           
vitamin D and recently learned that vitamin D increases 
production of antimicrobial peptides (which kill germs) 
even while preventing the immune system from releasing 
too many inflammatory cells into infected tissues.  
 

Current research implicates vitamin D deficiency as a        
major factor in the pathology of at least 17 varieties of  
cancer as well as heart disease, stroke, hypertension, 
autoimmune diseases, diabetes, depression, chronic pain, 
osteoarthritis, osteoporosis, muscle weakness, muscle 
wasting, birth defects, periodontal disease, and more.

In winter months, or for those who are 
unable to be in the sun, drink fortified milk and consider  
taking supplements to boost your vitamin D level by another 
1000 IU a day.   
 

Keep in mind that more than 30 minutes in the midday  
summer sun without sunscreen protection puts you at risk 

for skin cancer.

If you live in selected Waukesha areas and become         
pregnant within the next 5 years, you may be eligible to 
participate in The National Children’s Study…the largest 
long-term study of children’s health ever conducted in the 
US.  The goal of this study is to improve the health and 
well-being of children, by looking at the effects of the            
environment: air, water, dust, social & parental interaction, 
media exposure, chemical exposure and diet.

An additional note to women planning a pregnancy: neural 
tube defects such a spina bifida are among the most        
common birth defects in the United States.  To help prevent 
neural tube defects, the US Preventive Services Task 
Force (USPSTF) now recommends that all women               
planning or capable of pregnancy take a daily supplement 
containing 0.4 to 0.8 mg (400 - 800 µg) of folic acid to lower 
the risk for neural tube defects.

Making a Gift that Does Not Diminish Your Estate 
 

Some people need additional income from their assets, and have learned that they can make a gift to ministry from which 
they can receive a lifetime income.  However in making the gift they will reduce the estate that can be passed on to their 
family.  The following example illustrates a way to make a planned gift without reducing the family inheritance. 
 

A healthy 70 year old woman owns an asset worth $100,000 that yields only 2.5% or $2,500 per year in income.  She 
wishes to gift that asset to the ELCA in return for an annuity that pays her 5.7%, or $5,700 per year.  Of this income 
about 50% is income tax free, meaning she would have to earn 7.7% in the marketplace to net the same result. Her  
problem is she would like to give a substantial inheritance to her children.  She may be able to save some of her          
increased lifetime income from the annuity, but not enough to replace the $100,000 asset that she gave. 
 

To resolve the problem and accomplish her goals she may explore purchasing a $100,000 life insurance policy payable 
to her children.  Perhaps this can be done for a $3,000 annual premium.  Even after paying this premium, she will have 
$200 more in annual income than she had before she gave the gift. At the same time, her children will receive $100,000 
income tax free distribution at her death as part of their inheritance.   
 

The life insurance has replaced the wealth she gifted to the ELCA and she has increased her annual income.  Most          
importantly, when she dies her favorite ministry will receive almost $100,000.  All this must be carefully planned, but can 
supply a generous gift to ministry without reducing a family inheritance.  And the Galilee Lutheran Church Endowment is 
a worthy beneficiary.
