Order of Business 
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Minutes of Annual Congregational Meeting - January 31, 2010  
Members gathered in the overflow room for lunch and at 12:15PM the annual congregational meeting was called to 
order by President Norm Bruce on Sunday January 31, 2010 a total of 62 members signed in. 

President Bruce welcomed everyone and thanked everyone for an amazing 2009 year.  Pastor Sandy led us in an 
opening prayer. 

The meeting minutes of the January 25, 2009 congregational meeting were approved as presented in the 2009      
annual report on a voice vote after a motion by Larry Price and seconded by John Schroeder. 

President Bruce noted some changes to the agenda this year.  First, the treasurer’s report for 2009 will be presented 
followed by a 2010 budget presentation.  The approval of the 2010 budget will occur after all of the Leadership Board, 
Pastor’s and Coordinator’s reports. 

Treasurer, Karen Lewis presented the 2009 actual expense reports.  She started with a summary report that was 
handed out separate from the financial statements in the annual report.  Karen discussed the elimination of the 2008 
backlog, the pledged amounts versus giving percentage of 83%, the “Great Year End Giving” that occurred in        
December and the Galilee Benevolence gifts. 

Marilyn Lindemeyer presented the 2010 budget with an explanation of how the budget was prepared.  All coordinators 
were asked to cut an additional 10% out of their operating budgets excluding any salaries.  The budget shows an  
excess amount that will be used to put the pastors back to 100% but not right away.  After the first quarter (3/31/10) 
another town hall meeting will occur to update the congregation on our financial status and discuss any budget      
adjustments.  She also discussed some upcoming changes to our accounting functions including the addition of a 
CPA to work with Galilee and the formation of a Finance committee to serve as an advisor to the Leadership Board. 

President Bruce discussed some items in the Leadership Board report and discussed the plan for moving forward in 
2010 – less focus on budget and more on vision and mission.  He thanked all of the staff who worked hard during the 
year to keep everything running smoothly while only working 80% of their previous hours. 

Pastor Sandy presented the statistical information for the past year and discussed her plans for 2010 including    
growing the stewardship team, helping our new parish nurse, Mary Mauer, settle in and continuing to work with the 
education team. 

Members received ballots when they entered and President Bruce described the ballot for one Endowment team 
member, eight Nominating committee members and two Leadership Board members.  President Bruce asked for 
nominations from the floor and in the absence of additional nominations Sally Ruf made a motion to accept the ballot 
as presented by the nominating committee.  Al Burgemeister seconded the motion which passed on a voice vote. 

President Bruce discussed the plan for 2010.  We will take a conservative approach to start the year ensuring that we 
do not hurt the church financially before adding expenses.  We appreciate the input we received at the December 13th 
Town Hall meeting and plan to have another one on April 18th.  We will watch for indicators of financial stability which 
would include all current bills are paid, giving for the month is $3,000 above expenses, mortgage payment is paid at 
the beginning of the month rather than  at the end, monitor worship attendance and monitor the participation by new 
disciples.  He asked for a motion to accept the budget as presented with the Leadership Board to review the first 
quarter expenses and income with the goal of restoring the pastors to full-time status when financial conditions will 
enable Galilee to be financially stable.  John Puestow moved and the motion was seconded by Sally Ruf.

I thank you for the call to serve with and among you at Galilee during the interim. My call focuses primarily on the  
transition process as you do the work of Mission Exploration. The Mission Exploration Team will help lead the        
congregation in this process, determining the means and method of exploring Galilee’s history, present and future  
possibilities. It’s a process of learning more about your identity, developing gifts and spiritual assets, discerning God’s 
calling for the congregation, creating a vision – based on your discernment - for the future, and developing goals to 
help get you there. The Mission Exploration Team (at publication) is beginning to come together. Hopefully by the time 
we meet for the annual meeting, the team will be complete and perhaps even installed! 
 
As you know, my call is to serve 60%. I’m still not sure what it means to be 60% of a pastor, and continue to struggle 
with prioritizing what must be done, occasionally doing enough to get by in the meantime, and delegating what    
someone else can do, maybe you! At 60% the majority of my time is spent either filling administrative needs, or       
focusing in and around worship.  That means I spend many of my hours in meetings; proof reading; relating to staff; 
writing reports; preparing for the MET Process; developing sermons, writing weekly prayers and announcements; 
leading worship; attending Adult Education and Sunday School. I am blessed to engage in partnership ministry as 
well, including St. Paul’s Community Nights and learning about El Salvador and our ministry together when Pastor 
Matir was at Galilee. Confirmation; a pastoral visit now and again; responding to occasional conflict; weekly text study 
with colleagues; and irregular gatherings with the cluster, the local ministerium or SOPHIA round out my ministry    
experiences thus far.   
 
Living into the time limitations of my call continues to present a challenge. There is always more ministry to do.       
Fortunately I work with a marvelous group of colleagues. You do realize how blessed you are to have Pr. Elias among 
you, right? Kate energizes the youth in their faith – what a gem! Mary brings such passion and compassion. Karen  
accomplishes things in record time. Paul, Mary Kay, and Chris enrich worship with their musical gifts and encourage 
others to give glory to God through music as well. I am definitely blessed to work with these members of staff! I thank 
God daily for each person. 
 
I also thank God for the members of the Leadership Board, Coordinators and Team members, and all the people at 
Galilee.

INTRODUCTION: 

Thanks be to God, to the Leadership Board , Coordinators and all the members of this community called Galilee. 
2010 was a very overwhelming year to me because of the salary cut and Pastor Sandy’s departure to take on the 
Synodical Ministry as the Director of Evangelical Mission. Thanks be to God and all the help I was able to get from the 
members of Galilee in taking up more responsibilities, such that we able to fill up the gaps, slowly as time went by. 
Thank you Galilee for bringing my ministry compensation back to 100%. 

I give thanks to God for Pastor Diane Olson’s Interim Ministry to Galilee; a ministry which has helped me breathe a 
little bit; though with her very limited hours, there is a lot yet to be done- beyond the 100% time. But in all, I give 
thanks to you all for abiding with me and by enabling my ministry in all aspects. 

(a)  Thank you for offering me an opportunity of serving you for five years now , since when I came to Galilee on 
1st of December 2005. As I begin my 6th year, I pray and hope that I will continue to be a voice and a blessing 
to this oasis called Galilee. 

My Ministry as Associate Pastor:  

 1.      WORSHIP: We have continued to have inspiring worship, offering different worship settings following different 
church seasons, of which has been well received. Phillip Godden and his family (new members) have joined in the 
10.45 am service in bringing their gifts of music by playing their strings (guitars). They would want to make the 10:45 
am more contemporary. The worship team is working on this suggestion. There have been some few complaints   
regarding our acappella  services due to the 20% cut in music paid staff. Lately, I have notice our church attendance 
dropping a little bit; the reasons being not clear! I am looking forward to sharing this ministry area with Pastor Diane in 
preaching and the ministry of sacrament and worshipping the Most High God. 

2.       EDUCATION: I was able to continue with all the educational programs scheduled: Sunday School (not much), 
Adult Forums, Confirmation and Acolyting Training. Pastor Diane and I, participated in a Discipleship 101 class      
December 12, 2010;  baptism class – January 23, 2011 and  will lead the 1st Communion class- February 27,2011 

3.      YOUTH: After Pastor Sandy’s departure and before Pastor Diane’s arrival, I took over the Youth Ministry to 
meet with Kate Mattson (our Youth Director) who has being doing a great job with meeting and connecting with the 
young people in church and outside church settings. Pastor Diane now meets with Kate. 

4.      EVANGELISM: As I mentioned in my introductory notes, this is one area which Galilee has had great      
achievement (we can always do more): The January, 2010 Mission trip to Ndoombo, the enabling of our partners 
there to continue to enjoy the Heifers bought for the poorest of the poor, the digging of the shallow wells for the very 
desperate Masaai people to have water in the Southern part of the Diocese of Meru ; the 2010 visits (which were 
mainly done by Barbara Barthel) to our partners in the Lutheran Synod of El Salvador; and the special visit to Galilee 
by Pastor Martir Vigil in early November, 2010. The active participation in the Greater Milwaukee Synod- El Salvador 
and Meru Committee, of which Galilee has some very active members, has brought some new understanding in   
connecting ourselves to our global world. I was invited to speak to various groups which were traveling to Tanzania 
this year, including the Bishop Jeff's’ delegation team, which was in the Diocese of Meru in October this year. African 
Sunday and El Salvador day, were among weekends which brought so many people to church this year. The Dinner 
Extravaganza held in February this year, not only was a social evening, but brought in new people and was a fun  
evening of fellowship and good food. 

5.      SOCIAL MINISTRY;  Have been so active in our Ministerium meetings and activities. This year’s Good Friday 
Community service was held at Zion Presbyterian Church off Highway 94. I wasn’t able to attend the Cluster’s Text 
Study for most of this year because it has being meeting on Thursday, which was my furlough day.  Now that I am 
back to 100% time, I am attending as much as I am able.

Associate Pastor Report—(continued) 
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I am very blessed to have become a part of Galilee Lutheran Church. December 2010 completes my first year as 
your Parish Nurse. 
 

My mission is to address the holistic (mind, body, and spirit) health needs of the people of Galilee. God created us 
with a mind, body, and spirit and to be healthy, we must address all of these needs. 
 

Major Accomplishments for 2010 : 
Of important note is that the Parish Nurse position is currently at 16 hours per week. Prior to 2010 the Parish Nurse 
position was at 24 hours per week. 
 

My major accomplishment has been my integration into the Galilee church family. I have met many of the               
parishioners and continue to meet others. I appreciate the acceptance, support and guidance that has been so      
graciously extended to me this past year by the pastors, leadership team, lay leaders and members of the             
congregation. I have felt very warmly welcomed and appreciate all your love and support. 
 

As Health Educator : I have many occasions during which to offer information to congregational members about  
general health concerns, how to access health care, how to take prescriptions properly, weight loss strategies, flu 
prevention, addressing spiritual health, improving family relationships, as well as addressing social isolation for those 
who are homebound. 



 

 

 

I have provided a Senior Education Event in which I shared area resources that can be of benefit to seniors. I helped 
arrange for a speaker to address senior issues for Adult Forum as well as a diabetic educational event regarding   
better management of diabetes. The Parish Nurse also meets with new parents during Baptism classes. I have also 
worked with our Youth Director to facilitate a State Patrol officer to present to the Youth Group information on        
different aspects of safety. 
 

Monthly newsletter articles address health current physical, emotional, social and spiritual health concerns. 
 

As Health Care Referral Agent : 
Monthly there have been client referrals made to pastors for additional spiritual care, to physicians, back to the Parish 
Nurse for continued follow-up, and to community resources. 
 

As Health Counselor : 
The current number of case managed clients is 16. This number has varied due to deaths and increased health 
needs. Monthly contacts to these clients involve counseling on topics regarding education about their disease      
process, medication management, home safety, grief resolution, and conflict resolution. Data regarding members 
served is as follows: 
71 Home visitation     306 Office visits  199 Phone contacts 
82 Hospital / Rehab / Extended care visits 794 Total contacts for health and wellness 
 

As Health Care Advocate : 
Advocating for improved health care is done on an individual basis dependent upon the needs of the client.            
Advocating for improved health care also is done via educational events whereby information and resources are 
shared to better enhance health and wellness. 
 

As Small Group Facilitator : 

Every other month the Parish Nurse facilitates a grief and loss support group with the help of Barb Barthel and     
Pastor Elias Kitori. 
 

As Health Care Coordinator : 

I worked closely with AnnDee Austin and Susan Keller, coordinators for Compassion Care, to procure the Luther 
Manor Grant for Senior Ministries. Galilee was awarded an $1850 grant for 2011. Senior and intergenerational       
opportunities are being planned. 

Other health coordination activities include organizing the annual blood drive, training CPR, maintaining the AED for 
the church which requires weekly checks and annual battery replacement. 
 

How have you been good stewards of the resources (f inancial, etc.) you have been given?  

I am very aware of the financial concerns that churches are facing. The only financial cost incurred is that of my    
contracted salary. 
 

Where have you taken steps to “green” your ministry ? 

I am committed to preventing waste and recycle and reuse whenever possible. 
 

Growing Galilee Goals:  

In that I am new to Galilee as Parish Nurse, I have been blessed to see this congregation from a fresh point of view. I 
see a sincere love of God and neighbor and a desire to help others in the members at Galilee. This church has been 
blessed and as the members continue to live into their calling, I see great growth and life at Galilee. 
 

Identify congregational support needed to accomplis h goals:  

There are plans made to revisit the Health and Wellness Ministry as well as the Visitation Ministry with committee 
meetings set in January. Committed members for both of these ministries will help to reestablish and reenergize the 
ministries.

Please describe your major accomplishments of 2010 

Thanks to all the special people of Galilee who have continued to share their personal time and resources with    
others in the community to achieve the following accomplishments. 
 

Partnerships with Pewaukee Neighbors:  

Galilee members continued to support the Interchurch Lay Council in 2010 with its Meals on Wheels program, the 
Pewaukee Food Panty and Holiday Baskets.  Numbers were high this year, with the Food Pantry serving 30 to 40 
families per week.         

A group of Pewaukee Christians started the Interchurch Lay Council  (ILC) in 1969 following the format of the FISH 
organization.  The purpose was to assist people in need.  Much of the help was giving rides to people who needed 
them.  Also, food was purchased and delivered to those in need.  Russ and Vernel Bergles were instrumental in  
organizing a Food Pantry in 1983.  The pantry was located in the basement of River Hills Health Care Center for 
several years, then moved to Gethsemane United Methodist Church in 2004.  ILC oversees the operation of the 
Food Pantry, pays for containers for Meals On Wheels and for clients who cannot afford the meals.  The council 
also strives to help people in emergencies with rent, electric bills, medicine, etc. through a committee called 
HELP.  At Christmas time, the council distributes special holiday food boxes and gifts are given to the children of 
their clients. 
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Churches that are currently active are:  Galilee Lutheran Church, Gethsemane United Methodist Church, Redeemer 
United Church of Christ, St. Anthony's on the Lake Catholic Church, St. Bartholomew Episcopal Church, Queen of 
Apostles Catholic Church, and Zion Presbyterian Church.  Crossroads Church supports the food pantry with food  
donations.  All Pewaukee area churches are invited and encouraged to be a part of the ILC. 
 

With the assistance of Galilee’s Rafiki Team  and others in the community, the Burmese families have accomplished 
much this year.  
 

· Chit Win, Hser Say Wah, and Thea Eh Say, granddaughter of Paw May and La Aung, came from the refugee 
camp to Waukesha in February.  Three churches and their volunteers are helping with the family. 

 

· Poe Htoo, Aung Win, Eh He, Shee Ro, and Paw Lu Lu have jobs.  Chit Win still needs a job.  Thanks to the 
anonymous church member that forwarded the need to Programmed Cleaners which now employs several     
Burmese from our church and the larger Burmese community. 

 

· Each family has at least one person with a driver’s license and each family has a car.   
 

· In May, Joseph was born to Beauty and Poe Htoo. Joseph is the first United States citizen of our families. 
 

· Beau La is enrolled in a special art class in which she is meeting new people and learning more independence. 
 

· Paw May had triple bypass heart surgery in October and is doing well. 
 

· Nan Na, Tha Bley Wah, Htoo Kler. and Ley Kler are now in high school and are doing well. Tutors have been  
arranged for them.  Htoo Kler and Ley Kler played on the soccer team.  

· Nan Na,  Ley Kler  and Htoo Kler attended college camps last summer.  Tha Bley Wah went to a nursing camp at 
Marquette and wants to pursue a health care career.  Ley Kler did some reffing of soccer last summer for      
Waukesha’s Park and Recreation Department.  Htoo Kler had to be at the side lines because of a broken foot.  

 

· Htoo Kler and Tha Bley Wah went on Galilee’s mission trip last summer.  
 

· Mango is in fourth grade and Moses in Head Start. 
 

· Everyone is learning more English either through ELL , their work, or people they talk with.  Everyone is more  
independent but volunteers are always welcomed and needed. 

 

· They set a good example for us in their religious practices.  They often worship with us at Galilee and then attend 
another church in Waukesha that allows the Burmese Community to worship in their own language.  They pray 
before taking any food or medicine.  They also have a family worship time before bed.  

 

What a blessing these families are to all who have the privilege of knowing and working with them.   
 

Partnerships with Waukesha County Neighbors: 

The Hope Center continues its mission as a ministry committed to serving the people in need in Waukesha County.  
Galilee continued to support the Hope Center this year with donations to the Clothing Shop, serving meals through 
the Outreach meal program and attendance at the annual Hope Thanksgiving Dinner & Auction fundraiser.  Galilee 
members sponsored three meals during the year, each time providing five gallons of milk and desserts for 70 people.  
Donations were also made to the Breakfast Outreach Program – meals are provided once or twice a week by        
volunteers at the Drop-in Center, where the homeless can spend time during the day.  And for the first time, Galilee 
supported a table for twelve at the 12th annual HOPE Thanksgiving Dinner & Auction.  More than 400 guests attended 
the event, an increase over last year of more than 100. 
 

New this year is Project Move – members of St. John’s Lutheran Church led the effort to build a storage garage that 
will house and store items such as furniture, appliances in good working condition and household items.  The purpose 
of Project Move is to move larger household items from a home that no longer needs them to a home that does.  
Items are made available to any Waukesha County resident who is in need.  Especially needed are beds and bedding 
of all sizes.   
 

Also new is the Children’s Free Library – sponsored by the Volunteers of Lake Country, children’s board books and 
pre-school to elementary books are donated and given to families at the Hope Center location.

Congregations and volunteers have made tremendous contributions this year, yet with the dramatic decrease in   
government grants and funds, it is a very challenging environment operating Hope Center today and serving the 
needs of its clients. 
     

Galilee volunteers supported Interfaith Caregiving Network this year by visiting seniors in their homes and providing 
rides to grocery stores and health care appointments.  Volunteers completed yard clean up at the homes of 267   
seniors and adults with disabilities in May and November.  At the annual Fish Fry in November, 872 people enjoyed 
fish at Country Springs Hotel – 101 more than last year.  During December, 450 low-income seniors and adults with 
disabilities received Holiday Baskets. 
 

The Women’s Center  is supported by Galilee members throughout the year and receives additional donations each 
December from the women of Galilee who attend the annual Women’s Christmas Party.    
 

The Women’s Center is an independent non-profit human service agency founded in 1977.  Located in downtown 
Waukesha, its mission is to provide safety and support to women and their families and to facilitate their                 
development.  Services are free and comprehensive, designed to address the issues of domestic violence, sexual 
assault and abuse.  Available services include emergency domestic violence shelter, domestic abuse and sexual  
assault and abuse counseling, transitional living, legal advocacy, community education, a 24 hour crisis line,          
employment counseling, parenting classes, and onsite childcare for clients in support services.  Counseling and    
employment help are available in Spanish too.    

A year ago, the Women’s Center served 1728 clients, and answered 6496 crisis line calls.  The center was assisted 
by 235 individuals and 34 groups totaling 23,749 volunteer hours.  With a continued history of providing a strong   
support system for families in need, the 2010 numbers are still being tallied.  
 

Galilee members again contributed Christmas gifts to the La Casa Daycare children from this year's Angle Tree    
project.   
 

SOPHIA participated in the Gamaliel Foundation’s annual ILA in December in Chicago, Illinois.  Thirty-one WISDOM 
leaders attended this event which brought together 250 leaders of similar organizations from across the country.  
Speakers and workshops focused on issues such as immigration, transportation, health equity, education, jobs,          
leadership, spirituality of justice work, tools for rapid response and fundraising.  Attendees also had the opportunity to 
take part in an action on immigration and an action on a local issue of getting a bus route changed to better           
accommodate ridership.  
 

The City of Waukesha is progressing toward a permanent housing shelter for the homeless.  While St. Matthias   
Episcopal Church can no longer provide temporary men’s overflow shelter during the winter months due to fire codes, 
a lease has been signed on a building on the corner of Northview and Grandview in Waukesha. The former West 
Suburban Christian Academy will not only house the winter shelter, but is expected to house offices of agencies in 
Waukesha with a similar focus.   
 

SOPHIA sponsored a vigil in Cutler Park during November to support the national Dream Act, which would provide 
education and a pathway to citizenship for certain immigrants. 
 

Members continue to advocate for Treatment Instead of Prison (TIP) as an alternative to incarceration.  A statewide 
meeting will be held in Madison in January 2011.   
 

Partnerships with Milwaukee County Neighbors 

In addition to preparing and serving meals to the people at our urban partner congregation St. Paul’s Lutheran 
Church on the third Wednesday of each month, Galilee members participated in a Vacation Bible Study program in 
July.  The curriculum for this year’s program was “Egypt, Joseph’s Journey from Prison to Palace.”  The photos taken 
during the VBS program were used to develop a presentation that is currently being used by the Greater Milwaukee 
Synod of the ELCA in their outreach program.  It is called Outreach             .   

The Wednesday in December is community night where Galilee’s confirmation students and mentors serve and    
participate in the worship activities.   
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Again, many thanks to Galilee’s ministry team members who continue to support the people of St. Paul's Lutheran 
Church through the monthly meal program, Vacation Bible School, clothing donations to Kim’s Closet and the annual 
Hat & Mitten Tree.   

Galilee members continue to volunteer at the Lutheran Program for the Aging at Luther Manor  by visiting         
residents, donating cookies and helping out in the pharmacy.  Galilee donated more than 21 dozen cookies, which 
are distributed each morning by volunteers to the residents who reside in the Health Care Center.   
 

Partnerships with Evangelical Lutheran Church of Am erica (ELCA) 

In March, the Reverend Jeffrey S. Barrow was installed as synodical bishop for the Greater Milwaukee Synod of the 
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA)  at Holy Cross Lutheran Church in Menomonee Falls.  ELCA 
Bishop Mark Hanson presided over the event and Reverend Ken Wheeler, Cross Lutheran Church, Milwaukee,     
delivered the sermon.  Galilee members prepared cookies and bars for the installation reception.   
 

Galilee hosted a Godspeed Reception in August in honor of Pastor Sandy who answered the call as Director for 
Evangelical Mission to the Greater Milwaukee Synod.  And Galilee members welcomed Pastor Diane M. Olson as 
interim pastor.  Pastor Diane will guide Galilee through the Mission Exploration Process during the upcoming year in 
preparation of the call process for a new pastor.   
 

The Lake County Mission Cluster  hosted a luncheon in 2010 for all church secretaries and staff employees in the 
cluster.  It was a way to say thank you for their efforts and to provide the staff with an opportunity to talk and 
share.  The luncheon was well received and the group received many compliments and thanks.  The Cluster will 
make an effort to host a gathering of various employee groups each year.  They suggested church musicians, youth 
ministers and leaders and parish nurses.  Pastors within the cluster have always met to discuss common issues. 
 

Galilee's youth groups and chaperons attended Ski Retreats at Lutherdale Bible Camp in January and February, as 
well as camp programs during the summer.   With gifts from Galilee and other generous donors, Lutherdale was able 
to build its new High Ropes Course, part of the Eagle’s Nest Adventure Center that offers team building activities 
through high and low rope courses and packages that include tower climbing and zip lines.  In addition to the winter 
ski retreats and summer camp program, Lutherdale is pleased to now offer its facilities to organizations for camp 
rental and special events. 
 

How have you been good stewards of the resources (f inancial, etc.) you have been given?  Please includ e a 
brief discussion of how your area has responded to the 2010 budget reductions. 

Galilee's Partnership ministry team members have continued to be good stewards of the resources they have been 
given by sharing with others – helping to feed, house and clothe the poor in our community.  More personal income 
has been donated to make up for the church’s smaller budgets.  Members have shopped in larger quantities,         
negotiated prices when possible, submitted fewer receipts and donated gently used household items and clothing 
whenever possible to organizations in the community.       
 

Our Rafiki families are pretty self sufficient with their money needs.  Team members have donated personally to the 
families.  We have also used a limited amount of dedicated funds. No money from the general church budget has 
been used for the Rafiki families.   
 

Where have you taken steps to “green” your ministry ? 

From recycling donated clothing and other household items, to using utilities conservatively, to car pooling to        
community events, to reusing containers for transporting goods to the Food Pantry, Galilee's Partnership members 
continue to take steps to "green" Galilee's ministry.  
 

Our Rafiki families use all their resources wisely with relatively little waste.  If not needed, many clothing items and 
furniture are recycled for other Burmese families or returned to the Hope Center after use so others can benefit from 
them.

Administration Ministry Report 

In many respects, 2010 was a continuation of our efforts in 2009 as we once again focused on  expense control and 
living within our means.  One of our major priorities this past year was the renewal of our lease with Goodwill        
Industries which expired at year end.  Several new provisions were included in the new lease which should result in 
meaningful cost savings for Galilee going forward.  Under the new lease arrangement, Goodwill will be responsible 
for all janitorial services, including all supplies, with respect to the space they occupy in the lower level of our church.  
Our cleaning contract with Eagle is projected to decline by approximately $350 per month, plus the cost of supplies, 
once implemented.  In addition, we were able to negotiate an expense share arrangement with Goodwill with respect 
to utility costs and snow removal costs which will limit our costs should these expense categories exceed certain 
thresholds.  Finally, we replaced the flooring in Fellowship Hall late this past year with 50% of the cost being paid by 
Goodwill.  If you haven’t had a chance to stop down and see the new flooring, please do so! 

 

Part of our mission is also to be responsible stewards of our environment.  When possible, we have been replacing 
“regular” light bulbs with compact florescent bulbs.  One of our goals in 2011 is to replace all of the lighting fixtures in 
Fellowship Hall with more energy efficient lighting.  The more energy efficient lighting fixtures should reduce energy 
usage by approximately 30%. 

 

In 2010 our building projects were limited primarily to maintenance related projects.  We continue to use the talents of 
our congregational members and other volunteers wherever possible to complete many of our projects.  This past 
year Boy Scout Troop 87 constructed new benches by the fire pit and assisted with the burying of a water line.  We 
now have a water source to both the fire pit and garden area.  A special thanks to Tom Drover for coordinating these 
projects with Troop 87. 

   

Our priorities in 2011 will again focus on budget management and expense control.  We will need to address several 
building and site needs this upcoming year.  In the spring we will need to seal coating and restripe our parking       
surface.  We will need to repair or replace the air handling unit in Fellowship Hall before the summer heat arrives.  We 
will also put together a maintenance schedule to include carpet and tile cleaning and painting of interior walls.  As  
always we will utilize our group of dedicated volunteers wherever possible.

However, we are thankful that we are able to help 
families afford sending their camper/s to Lutherdale. 
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· The Youth Team is very mindful of our budget.  It is a topic at all of our meetings. 

· Every month our treasurer, Kathy Hyslop, sends our monthly treasurer report and our bank statement to 
Marilyn Lindemeyer (Leadership Board Treasurer) and Karen Streit (Galilee’s Financial Secretary).
