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To better understand the history of our church Ministry, this is a brief account of the inception of 
Galilee’s Discipleship Ministry Model. 

 
Galilee’s Discipleship Ministry Model 

 
In 2001-2002, Galilee’s church council began exploring different church 
models.  The main reason was because the old model “wasn’t working.”   The 
pastor-centered, 50 year old model didn’t equip people to be disciples or 
leaders, but simply encouraged people to be consumers of a professional 
teacher who was providing a service. The pastor-centered model is still the 
prevailing model for ELCA and other mainline churches.  
A Mission and Vision Team were commissioned in February 2002.  They 

studied, prayed, and explored together for a year before recommending a discipleship-based model 
to “make disciples” and move away from a membership-based model which focused on “making 
members.”  After extensive research and meetings throughout the year, the Mission and Visioning 
Team developed Galilee’s Vision Statement, which was approved by the then Church Council in 
August of 2002 and presented to the congregation in September of 2002.  In October, 
recommendations for changes to Galilee’s organizational structure, which would enable a 
discipleship-based model of ministry to be established, were presented to the council and approved.  
Town Hall information meeting were offered in October and November to share the proposed 
organizational structure called “Leading in a Circle” with congregational members.  The model was 
approved by the congregation on November 17, 2002. 
Galilee’s Discipleship Model has a five member Leadership Board which is elected for a maximum of 
(2) two-year terms to serve with the pastors.  The leadership Board appoints Coordinators 
responsible for specific activities in the areas of Welcoming, Equipping, and Sending, for the duration 
of a two (2) year term, renewable once.  Ministry teams are recruited by the Leadership Board to 
carry out the specific tasks of ministry.  The goals of these changes were to expand and broaden 
participation in Galilee’s ministry.

Galilee is an oasis where we, as disciples of Jesus Christ, invite and welcome others to receive 
refreshment, share God’s word, water, bread and wine with each child and adult, friend or stranger; 
so that all who are or may become part of this community of faith are nourished, equipped and sent 

Spirit led into the wilderness journey of life.   
As disciples, we will: Pray daily, worship weekly, study the bible, learn to love each other, serve 

others through committing personal time, talents, and resources and seek life-transforming 
experiences.

The Galilee Leadership Board has been meeting twice each month to keep pace with all the events 
happening at our church. Our work with the Constitution and the Employment Handbook is nearly 
finished.

The leadership board has notified ProHealth Care that Mary Mauer’s office space would be available 
to her for 10 months, rent free, as an outreach to the community. ProHealth Care was very helpful to 
us during our time of financial crisis. Mary will still visit our shut-ins and do blood pressure checks at 
Go Getters each month which is part of her Community Outreach role in Pewaukee. 

The Leadership Board continues to look for individuals to fill two Ministry Area Coordinator 
vacancies, Christian Education & Youth and Partnerships.  Please ask anyone of us about these 
very important ministries.  God needs your help  - “God’s work, our hands”.  
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� Galilee has new digital camera 
 
Galilee Lutheran Church has been named the recipient of a generous 
private donation gift of a digital camera for us to use to photograph the 
ministries at Galilee.  With the gift comes responsibility for the caring & 
sharing of the gift.  Please see below camera use & guidelines.  If you 
wish to use the camera, please contact the church office or send an email 
to: Galilee@GalileeLC.org. 

 
The camera is a Nikon Coolpix L24 Silver  with Carrying Case, to be stored in A-V/safe storage 
closet with access through church staff. 
 
Guidelines for use  

· The camera is to be used for recording ministry events at Galilee only.  The camera  will not be 
loaned out to members or staff for private use.  The camera will not be loaned to any “outside” 
organizations, even if that organization is to utilize space at Galilee Lutheran Church for their event.   

· The church office will maintain a sign-up sheet to reserve camera.  If there are conflicts over 
dates, the parties will communicate with each other to determine use. Typically, the first reservation 
to be made will be honored.    

· The person making a reservation to use equipment is responsible for securing equipment during 
use, then returning to locked storage as soon as practical after event.  Camera will not be left un-
attended when not in secured/locked area. 

· Digital photographs will be downloaded to the church office computer for use by church for 
publications, website, etc.  Though we are happy to share photographs with members, the digital 
images will be considered property of the church. 

NOTE:  There is a key to the AV closet for the sole purpose of giving access to the person who 
reserved multimedia equipment and/ or camera.  The procedure is: 
 
Office staff will leave “the key” in a sealed-unmarked envelope in the mailbox of the person who has 
reserved the equipment.  After use “the key” will be returned to the office staff in a sealed-unmarked 
envelope in the office mailbox.
