From the Worship Ministry 
The Worship Committee hopes that you are finding the new bulletins easy to read and easier to 
manage.  The changes were developed by the committee to respond to many member comments 
together with support from the Leadership Board.  We were assisted by information provided by 
Joanie Bohlmann of the Green Team.  The new bulletin format allows us to use a single page for all 
services each weekend while enabling each of the services to have its own unique combination of 
liturgy, hymns, and anthems. 

This new format is not only easier to handle but will result in an important reduction in the cost of 
paper.  Most significantly, the standardization of the bulletin and reliance on the hymnal for most 
parts of the service will also reduce the time needed by the office to develop the bulletins each week.
