This popular English nursery rhyme has religious and historical reference, thought to 
be connected to Mary, Queen of Scots or Mary I of England.  Whatever its origin, 
though, this time of year, we are thinking about planting.  We have now made it past 
the legendary “Ice Saints,” whose feast names vary by European country.  Their 
feast days fall on May 11, 12, & 13, and they typically bring a brief spell of colder 
weather to the Northern Hemisphere, including the Midwest.  This year was no      
exception.                   

 

But now, it is time for warmer pursuits. At our house, vegetable seedlings of the past 
few weeks are being introduced to their seasonal garden home.  Neighbors are               
arranging their annual flowers in their flowerbeds, and hanging baskets are once 
again visible in entryways, backyards, and decks.  Even our community garden plot 
at Galilee has significantly grown in size from last year, and soon will be sprouting 
the fruits of the season. 

 

As Christians, we might also ask ourselves, How does your spirit grow?                         
Gardening of any sort takes time and patience.  Too often, it is something we often 
lack.  Throughout this season of Pentecost, which is called “Ordinary Time” in the 
church, we find seed-planting images throughout the Scriptures to remind us to make 
our requests to God in prayer with an attitude of thanksgiving in our heart.  The Bible 
says that to hope for what we do not have, we must wait for it patiently.  Whether it’s 
our garden or our spirit, may God give us patience as God answers our prayers.

YOUR CONSISTENT SUPPORT IS APPRECIATED 
 

During the tenth year of the Mt Meru Coffee Project your 
support has helped to maintain our sales volume so that  
It is nearly equal to that of last year. While many           
organizations are experiencing large declines in their          

activity, the Mt Meru Coffee Project continues to be 
blessed with the support of members of the many        
congregations that are associated with it. 
 

The Project has been helping to increase the standard of 
living for the small coffee growers of the Meru Diocese in 
Tanzania.  The families of these coffee growers live on 
plots of land that are often as small as 3-5 acres.  Most of 
the crops grown are for their own sustenance and in most 
cases coffee is the only cash crop. Before the Mt Meru 
Coffee   Project began shipping coffee to the USA the   
coffee was purchased by international coffee buyers.  The 
low prices they paid made it impossible for many of the 
coffee growers to send their children to school or to afford 
adequate health care. The standard of living has improved 
in the Meru Diocese because of the Mt Meru Coffee     
Project. The story is told on the back label of every    
package. 
 

By supporting the Mt Meru Coffee Project you are helping 
to give these families a hand up rather that a hand out.  If 
they were here with you they would say Asante sana 
(thank you very much).  Please pick up a bag or two for 
you summer needs.  Coffee is now located in the narthex.

Gardening Benefits and  

Blessings 
From Mary Mauer, your Parish Nurse 

� Now the Lord God had planted a garden in the east, 
In Eden; and there He put the man He had formed.”  

Genesis 2:8 
 

Have you ever wondered why God put Adam and Eve 
in a garden? Were we designed to be gardeners?  The 
blessings of gardening are available to anyone who 
cares to learn some skills along with patience.        
Gardens are very versatile. You can be a gardener 
inside your own home or office, even if you don’t have 
access to land outdoors. Gardening can improve your 
health - physically, psychologically, emotionally,         
socially, and spiritually. 
 

 Working in an outdoor garden strengthens 
muscles, while improving blood flow and oxygenation 
to all the cells of the body.  This improved oxygenation 
along with the release of endorphins (substances in 
the body that relieve pain and make us feel good), is 
responsible for the improved sense of well-being       
common to all exercise programs, including regular 
gardening.  Weight bearing activities (like carrying      
water to plants, pushing a wheelbarrow, or moving 
large potted plants) not only strengthen the heart and 
other muscles, but also strengthen our bones, by       
increasing bone density. 
 

 Gardening helps to develop muscle               
coordination.  Learning various skills and the use of 
tools for gardening involves gross motor and fine      
motor skills. 
 

 Gardening in a full sensory experience, in 
which all your senses are fully engaged.  In this         
technological age where seeing and hearing are used 
almost to the exclusion of our other senses, gardening 
has the power to awaken all the senses. 
 

 Families with home vegetable gardens eat 
more fruit and vegetables which improves nutrition. 
Eating locally grown fruits and vegetables shortly after 
harvest increases the ingestion of valuable vitamins 
and nutrients.  Even if you do not have a garden, you 
can obtain fresh seasonal fruits and vegetables by 
supporting local farmers’ markets. 
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COMPASSION CARE CORNER  

 In Eden, Adam and Eve learned to labor together, 
enhancing their social skills.  Gardening with others can help 
strengthen relational bonds, enhance cooperative efforts, 
and deepen social and community ties.  From the medical 
perspective, researchers have documented that people who 
interact with plants recover more quickly from everyday 
stress and mental fatigue. 
 

 There are spiritual benefits to gardening as well. 
Weeds that invade a garden can be a reminder of sin – best 
plucked while small.  The miracle of the promised               
resurrection is apparent in the burial of each seed and the 
subsequent springing of the seedling “in newness of life.” 
 

 Gardening can become a regular part of your life for 
increased physical, psychological, emotional, social and 
spiritual benefits.  Enjoy God’s gift and blessings from       
gardening.
