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We Remember the Church’s Matriarchs/Patriarchs                                             
as well as we remember Lucille ZIllmer. 

 

            For those who like to follow the history of the church and its calendar; we 
have lots of patriarchs and matriarchs we celebrate and commemorate during the 
month of June and July.  These are leaders, theologians or lay people who were led 
by the Holy Spirit to touch peoples’ lives, to be a role model of faith, actions or 
through their proclamation of the Word of God in the early church. 

            Among those who remember and celebrate this time are: 

1. Barnabas - the apostle- although not among the apostles’ list, he encouraged 
Paul and stood by his side to help defend him against false accusations and walked 
with him to many of his mission trips. 

2. Bishop Basil, Gregory  - (great writers on spiritual life and contemplation of God 
in worship and sacraments) and Macrina - a teacher and a great leader and role 
model in life of meditation and prayer. 

3. John the Baptist - who was one of the popular leaders during Jesus’ time; had 
so many converts; but was willing to yield for God’s plan; became the Messiah’s  
forerunner, so that “Jesus must increase and John would decrease.” 

4. Onesmos - a slave; a lay preacher, bible translator (who translated the Bible into 
“Oromo” a different Ethiopian native language;) and went back home to Eritrea to 
continue proclaim the Gospel; a role model of  a disciple of Christ and an ideal           
encourager of  doing lay ministry. 

5. Phillip Melanchthon - reformer of the church and a great friend of Martin Luther; 
Bishop Cyril  - a great teacher of the triune faith; Irenius  - a great leader in             
embracing the concept of the global church - catholic and apostolic;) Peter & Paul -  
examples of how to witness Christ in our modern world; Thomas the Apostle 
(Doubting Thomas) &  Bartolome de Las Casas - models of Evangelical missionary 
work; Jan Haus - an outspoken voice against abuses committed in the church; 
Benedict of Nursia - a reminder of life of monasticism and hospitality to all peoples; 
Bishop  Nathan Soderblom - a reminder of how important liturgy is for worshipping; 
Apostles Mary Magdalene, Mary, Martha - an urgent call for the church to embrace 
women’s gifts in outreach, compassion care and discipleship; Apostle James - a 
constant reminder that the church is not only called to believe, but also to endure   
suffering in faith; Johann Sebastian Bach, Heinrich Schutz & Frederick Handel - 
great evangelists in composing and bringing music and hymns as part of worship. 
Happy anniversary to our music staff: Paul Thorgaard , Mary Kay Debrecht  and 
Christine Groth . 

6.  Lucille ZIllmer and all of our devoted members - go ne and present !

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PASTOR JOY 
The Gift of Waiting 

 

We began thinking about adoption years ago but actually took the first 
steps to adopt siblings from Ethiopia in January 2008.  We filled out 
countless forms.  We got our fingerprints taken several times, and we 
passed criminal background checks.  We took adoption classes.  We 
took Ethiopian culture classes.  We went to the annual African festival 
in our neighborhood.  We met people who were helpful and            
encouraging.  We waited for a year and a half for a referral, then six 
more months as legal processes came slowly to completion. 

Joy & Ben traveled during the 12 days of Christmas—or between         
Christmas and Ethiopian Christmas, which is celebrated January 7. 

Waiting means that we’re not in control.  It’s what brings us into         
relation with the rest of the world, the whole creation.  And waiting       
removes us from the delusion that we’re in charge.  The writer of          
Romans depicts it this way, “We know that the whole creation has 
been groaning in labor pains until now; and not only the creation, but 
we ourselves, who have the first fruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly 
while we wait for adoption, the redemption of our bodies” (Romans 
8:22-23.) 

As we waited outside at the airport in Addis Ababa on that chilly New 
Year’s Eve, looking for a group of would-be parents to assemble, we 
voiced our frustration.  “Don’t they know that it’s hard to wait out here 
in the cold when you don’t know who you’re looking for?”  Why did 
they tell us to be here so early?”  After three hours outside, under a 
full moon, we greeted the New Year, still waiting. 

It’s important to know when I’m praying, “God, please help us.”  God is 
near.  God is here.  And if it doesn’t exactly feel like it yet, hold on.  
Keep waiting.  Know that God still waits for you, with you. 

In our hopes and fears, in our disillusionment and faith, in our days of 
worry and in our days of confidence, in sorrow and in joy, God is with 
us and gives us grace to wait.

Notes From Mary Mauer, your Parish Nurse 
 

Summer Stress Relievers 
 

“He makes me lie down in green pastures, He leads me beside quiet waters, He restores my soul.     
Psalm 23: 2-3 

�  

Stress is defined by Dr. Hans Selye, a Canadian scientist known for his concept on stress, as our body’s re-
sponse to any demand made upon it.  He divides stress into two types.  Distress is excessive levels of continued, dam-
aging stress.  Eustress  is the positive kind of stress one feels at times of happiness, fulfillment, or satisfaction.   

Although some stress (distress) is necessary for everyday living, continuous and large amounts of stress can debilitate 
people physically, emotionally, and spiritually. 

 Physical symptoms of stress can include: 

- restlessness   - hypersensitivity   - fatigue 

- stomach problems  - body aches (headache, backache) - sleep disorders    

 Emotional symptoms of stress may manifested as: 

- worry    - anxiety    - guilt 

- anger    - impatience    - loneliness and depression 

. Spiritual symptoms of stress may include: 

- feeling “disconnected with God - inability or lack of desire to worship 

- inability to concentrate in prayer - letting fears and frustrations overshadow faith.

The ancient Greeks described stress’s harmful effects when they said, “You will break the bow if you always keep 
it bent.”  Take a few minutes in the middle of your activities to rest muscle groups and improve the circulation of oxygen 
throughout your body.  Close your eyes, take a few slow, deep breaths and tense your muscles in your arms and legs 
and then relax them.  In addition to relaxation techniques, replenish yourself with aerobic exercise, good nutrition, and at 
least 6-8 hours of sleep each night.  Our ability to handle stress is influenced by our body chemistry and lifestyle much 
more than we realize. 

 Prayer is essential therapy during stressful times. Openly and freely declare your need to the One who cares 
deeply for you.  Relationships also play a key role in your stress levels.  If there is someone you need to talk with or for-
give, do it as soon as possible.  The longer you delay, the more intense other daily stressors will feel.   

Relaxation enables you to fill up your emotional “fuel tank.”  Do something relaxing several times a week.  A walk 
in the park, a call to a long-distance friend, a hot bath, a few minutes curled up with a good book, gardening, reading a 
devotional, or just lying in the “Son”shine may be just the stress relief to keep life in balance. 

 Jesus says, “Come to Me. Take My yoke. Learn of Me.” (Matthew 11: 28-30).  Here is where we find the connec-
tion between obedience and rest.  Christ’s yoke turns out to be light – obeying Him is not a heavy load.  Why?  When we 
really know Him, we will follow Him gladly.  Christ invites us to enter into a loving relationship with Him, thus bypassing 
the stress that comes from perfectionism and false guilt.  When the world was created, God also set aside a complete 
day to rest.  When do you rest ? 
 

Heavenly Father, remind us of the words Paul used to speak in Philippians 4: 6-7 “Do not worry about anything, 
but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God.  And the peace 
of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard you hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.”  Father, Son, and 
Spirit we pray that we focus on You, putting our lives in proper priority so that we may experience the peace You promise 
to us.  We ask this in the power of Jesus’ name.  Amen.
